1.2 Page formatting
Page formatting is DIN A4, single column, margins at 3 cm on the left, 5 cm on the right, 2.54 cm on the top and bottom margins of the page. Do not indent the beginning of the lines. The length of the works is between 7 to 10 pages for complete works and 3 to 4 pages for mini-articles, including figures and tables. The document should not have page numbers.
The header on the first page is different from the headers on the remaining pages. Please follow this formatting. To do this, take advantage of this file and insert your content directly here.

1.2.1 File format

Works are submitted in unencrypted PDF format. Please ensure that your PDF file generation software is set to maximum quality printing (in Adobe Acrobat, select “High Quality” or “Print Quality”). Works with low quality images are more likely to be rejected.

The template should not be modified. Authors often tend to change margins, fonts, font size or spacing between paragraphs to fit the work to the maximum number of pages. Reviewers will be instructed to reject works that do not comply with the CIMODE formatting template (that is, this template).

2. Figures, tables and other elements 

Figures or other graphic elements must be introduced in the body of the text, aligned to the left, and as close as possible to the text where they are referenced. Figures must be in line with the text. For the caption, you must use the “Cimode Caption” style – Calibri, 9pt, as shown in Figure 1:

3. References
The way of referencing in this conference follows the Harvard style. In this style, in-text citations use the author-date system. References are listed at the end of the work in alphabetical order by author. If no author name is available, the reference is cited by title and date, and included in the alphabetical list using the title. If no date is available, the citation must include “n.d.”.
There are many documents explaining Harvard referencing rules available on the web. The author is directed, for example, to the Anglia Ruskin University website, (Guide to the Harvard Style of Referencing, 2022) or to the Mendeley website (Harvard Format Citation Guide, n.d.). These two sources present very slight differences in referencing; the author must adopt a variant and maintain coherence throughout the text and list of references.

Direct quotations must use quotation marks and the page number must be given (where applicable), for example:

According to Anglia Ruskin University's Harvard referencing guide, “If you want to include text from a published work in your essay then the sentence(s) must be included within quotation marks (…)” (Guide to the Harvard Style of Referencing, Quoting portions of published text, 2022)
If a direct quote with more than two lines is required, the text must be formatted with the “Quote” style, as shown in the following example:

The reference list should include details for everything that you cite in your assignment. It should be in alphabetical order by author with all the different types of material in one. Some Departments may ask you to produce a Bibliography. This is a list of relevant items that you have used to help you prepare for the assignment but which are not necessarily cited in your text, e.g. general background reading to familiarise yourself with the topic.
In this case, it is not necessary to use quotation marks, but a blank line must be left before and after the quotation. The text has a smaller font than normal (11 pt) and is indented.
4. Submission
In accordance with the instructions given at http://www.design.uminho.pt/cimode2024/, the first version of the work must omit the names and affiliations of the authors as well as any other identifying elements. Works that do not follow this instruction will be rejected.

The file to be submitted (archive) must be named according to the title of the work (if the title is long, use only the first 3 or 4 significant words). Do not include the names of the authors in the name of the submitted file.
